Nomination Form & Guidelines for Making a Nomination 
for WIA Merit Awards

The Board of Directors of the Wireless Institute of Australia may consider making awards to WIA members in recognition of their contribution to Amateur Radio and the Institute. 

The Board decides which award is appropriate for each nomination, so nominators are not required to specify or recommend a particular award or form of recognition.

 

The awardees will be selected as much as possible within the original intent of an award.

 

Only a small number of awards are offered each year, and certain awards like the GA Taylor Medal and Honorary Life Membership are only offered in exceptional circumstances, and are not necessarily awarded each year. The nominee is note  required to be a WIA member, but the person nomination must be a WIA member
 

When making a nomination, you should describe how the person has contributed to Amateur Radio, and the period of time over which this has occurred.  The Board will assess each nomination, and will determine which Merit Award, if any, will be awarded.  The Board may also make further enquiries before making any decision.

Merit Awards can be made for contribution to any aspect of Amateur Radio and/or the Institute.    

Here are some suggestions to help you write your nomination:

· List what the person has done to develop, promote, lead the way, etc in Amateur Radio.  

· Include basic timelines.  Dates are fine, but “for 7 years from 1975” is good.

· Use “do” words – “developed”, “led”, “organised”, “designed” etc to describe the person’s achievements.

· Make a list instead of writing a narrative.

· Seek help from others who know the nominee to ensure you have a complete history.

· If the nomination is for work on a particular project or event, you should acknowledge collaborators and consider nominating them, depending on their involvement.

· Ask someone to proofread your nomination before you send it in.
