Special callsign has been requested and received VI3KIAH.  ‘Kiah’ is an Australian Aboriginal word meaning “beautiful place” or “from a beautiful place”.

173 “From the Black” QSL cards numbered and dated, YVARG club sponsored will be provided  to the first 173 contacts made on the day.

A special card to be issued after the first 173 cards, provided a stamped self addressed envelope is supplied by the person requesting the card, and sent to the club PO Box 346 Healesville Vic 3777

Support and recognition of amateurs and the radio fraternity as well as recognition for those who fought the fires, were impacted on the day, and amateurs who provided services during and in the weeks following the February 2009 bushfires.

Operational

The station is to operate in a field environment at Kinglake Victoria at the Frank Thompson Reserve. 

On the day the radio station will be open to the public.  During the February 7th fires the radio group lost their Emergency Communications vehicle.  The members of the group have obtained a caravan and are currently fitting this out.  The first field trial for the caravan will be this event. 

The Yarra Valley Amateur Radio Group Committee have decided to operate two stations during the event.  One on VHF/UHF and the other on HF.  The operation will be based around a timetable so that contacts of most bands can be achieves
